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Who goes to this “Walk”?
· Church-going Christians who want to grow and move forward in their journey of faith, and

· Who are aware that God can and does make a difference in their life, and

· Who want to enhance their service to their church and their congregation.

· The Walk to Emmaus® addresses issues of faith and assumes participants already have a relationship with Christ Jesus. 
Who should not go?

· Individuals who have recently experienced death in the family, severe grief, job loss, family separation, divorce, or are the primary care-givers of a terminal family member should consider going later. 
· The Walk to Emmaus® is not designed to address these needs. Generally, these individuals may be currently consumed by life’s circumstances and they are unable to give full attention to the message and experience of Emmaus.
· Persons who are marginal Christians or non-Christian should not attend; “the Walk” is not an evangelistic event.
When does the “Walk to Emmaus” occur?

· The Walk to Emmaus occurs once each year for the Western Montana area. It takes place at the beautiful Glacier Conference Center overlooking Flathead Lake.
· The Men’s Walk begins Thursday evening on May 12, 2011 and ends late Sunday afternoon, May 15, 2011.  
· The Women’s Walk begins Thursday evening on May 19, 2011 and ends late Sunday afternoon, May 22, 2011.
What happens at the “Walk to Emmaus”?
· It is a gathering of Christians with 3 or 4 church pastors to provide worship, Communion, and spiritual counseling, if requested.
· There are fifteen presentations (five each day) dealing with subjects like setting priorities, serving God in everyday situations, how to be a disciple, how to serve our faith community, and how to persevere in faith. 

· There is time spent in discussing these presentations, devising practical applications, and time for prayer.
· There is lots of good food, singing, laughter, fun, and fellowship.

· To experience the uniqueness of the event, there is no contact with the outside world, no clocks, no computers, no TV, and no phones except, of course, for emergencies.

How much does this retreat cost?
· To defray the cost of food (8 full meals plus lots of snacks) and lodging (3 nights), the participant is asked to contribute $110 for the weekend. The Emmaus Team covers other event expenses.
· Scholarships have been donated by previous attendees so please ask if you have a hardship.

What if I, or someone I know, is interested in going?
